
MRN 76 - Montague House Oriental Plane Platanus orientalis -  June 2012 
 
 

During verification this tree was re-measured.  The girth at 1.5m is 6.68m. 
When first recorded in January 2006 it was estimated as 6.0m  It is recorded in the Tree 
Register of the British Isles as a County champion for both girth and height, with a recorded 
girth (at 1.5m) of 6.57m in 1992 (TROBI number 4583). 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The yellow mark is at a height of 1.5m.  In this view (west side) the trunk tapers 17 to 20 
degrees each side which can be the source of variations when measuring the girth.   
Note 3-5 yr side stems growing from the trunk at low levels. 
 
The trunk was also measured at 1.4m and 1.62m: 
 
Height of girth measurement: 1.5m  Girth = 6.68m 
    1.4m    6.99m 
    1.62m    6.44m

NOTES 
 
Within the fenced area there is a sizeable fallen dead tree which spoils the whole site. 
 
The general air of neglect would suggest there has been no ground maintenance for some 
time. The ground is becoming overgrown with ground elder, bramble, nettle and ivy. 
 
A colony of small cap fungi grows at the base of fissure in the trunk of the plane. 
 
Ivy growth is not old but now appears to be growing at a pace. Should the ivy be allowed to 
extensively colonise the tree, which it apparently has not done in the past?  It will eventually 
obscure the visual character of the trunk.
